Unwrapping the Standards


1. Select the GLE you wish to unwrap

2. Underline nouns (key concepts – what the students must know) and circle the verbs (skills – what students must be able to do)

3. Create/Use a graphic organizer and list key concepts (what children should know) and skills (what children should be able to do)

4. List the criteria that will be used to evaluate student work

5. Decide topics or concepts (specific lessons, activities, or units of instruction that will be used to teach)
