REMINDER TO PARENTS

As of September, 1989, the State Department of Education recommends that all pupils have a kindergarten
experience before being admitted to grade one.

To be eligible for kindergarten, children must be 5 years of age on or before September 1, 2012.

Parent(s) will be notified by the school principal in the Summer of 2012 of their child’s placement.

If your child has not been screened prior to the registration date, an appointment for Child Outreach Screening will

be given upon registration. Room assignments will not be designated until the screening is complete.
