And while May is still far 
away, we already have a few ideas in the 
works.

Students at CitizensÕ Memorial 
collected canned goods for the month 
of October. Mrs. Cary and Mrs. 
Charette spearheaded the collection 
and enlisted the help of their morning 
program students in the organization 
of the food and graphing of the re-
sults.

Collection day ONE. Students 
got off to a great start and collected 
391 cans.

Collection day TWO was 
another awesome collection day! We 

received another 72 cans for a total of 
463.

Collection day THREE. 67 
more cans collected. So far we were 
up to 530 cans in only THREE days!!!

Collection day FOUR. Four 
day later and 86 more!!! We topped 
the 600 mark with 616 cans.

Collection day FIVE. Students 
really stepped 

up their donations over the past two 
days and brought in 132 cans. This 
brought our total to a whopping 748 
cans and we still had over a week left 
in the month!

Collection day SIX. The col-
lection was now up to 808.

Collection day SEVEN. And 
we were at 865.

Collection day EIGHT. Ap-
proaching the one-thousand mark 
with 920!

FINAL COLLECTION. Our 
last day...a grand total of 1108 cans 
collected in all!!!
