
· What is NECAP?

· NECAP is a test to show how much your child has learned – how proficient your child is – in language arts and math. Soon there will be a science NECAP as well.

· NECAP is based on the GLEs – Grade Level Expectations.  The GLEs tell us what a child should KNOW and BE ABLE TO DO by the end of each year in school. The GLEs can be found at www.ridoe.net or www.ridoe.gov.

· NECAP results are used to identify areas in which children may need help.

· NECAP results are used to evaluate a school’s progress as a whole. 

· Know as much about the test as possible.

· To find out about the content of the tests, contact your child’s teacher, the district office, or RIDE.

· Know what the test means.

· Many tests have several parts. Find our what scores mean. 

· Get the testing schedule.

· What days will the test take place?

· Will the test take place in the morning, afternoon, or both?

· How long do test sessions last?

· Find out if your child qualifies for special test-taking accommodations.

· Some children need more time.  Some children work best in small groups. Talk to your child’s teacher and principal if you believe your child needs some accommodations to help him/her do his/her best.

· If your child has an IEP, what accommodations have been written into the IEP?
