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Mrs. LaRiviere: All our October projects took longer than expected due to testing, so we are still working to finish place value and time in Math, our narrative in writing, and our temperate rainforest unit. This week we begin a new Science unit exploring the skeletal system in both humans and animals. For our new genre project we will be finishing our study of Historical Fiction that we began late in September. DRA reading testing will begin, too. We will finish the month by adding and subtracting whole numbers and money. This may include setting up a store and restaurant in the classroom. Students who have completed their narrative have begun writing to the prompt, "If I could travel to space...". When that piece is finished they will be writing a "How to" that goes with our math money unit.

”I can read!”  These words are some of the most exciting words for children and for their families.  Learning to read opens up the wealth of knowledge and information found in books. Learning to read opens up the world of learning. One of the most important skills that a student learns during the elementary school years is the ability to read.





As part of the focus on making sure that all students can read well, the Rhode Island Department of Education requires all school districts to review student progress on a regular basis through assessment.





As the end of the first trimester approaches, elementary school students in the Woonsocket Education Department will be assessed to determine the progress they’ve made in reading between September and November.  Kindergarten students will be assessed in their knowledge of letters, sounds, and word recognition.  Kindergarten teachers will then be able to determine what phonics skills to teach next.   Students in grades 1 through 5 will be assessed with the Developmental Reading Assessment or DRA. Through the DRA teachers can determine how fluently students read, how well they comprehend what they’ve read, and how well they can communicate their understanding of what they’ve read. Using the process and results of the DRA, teachers can determine the areas of reading in which a student may need further teaching or help.





Teachers take the results of the DRA and determine both the independent and instructional reading level of each student. The results of the DRA are reported on your child’s report card as the Independent and Instructional reading levels. 





If you have any questions about your child’s ability to read or how you can help your child to become a better reader, please see your child’s teacher.
