NOTES FROM THE NURSE:				





WHEN TO KEEP YOUR CHILD HOME FROM SCHOOL





Sometimes it can be difficult for a parent to decide whether to send a 


child to school or keep him/her home.  In many cases, the illness is not


 significant, and the child will do just fine with a little encouragement.  


However, there are some conditions when it is best to plan on keeping 


your child home for the day to rest and recuperate or to arrange for an appointment with your health care provider.  This not only benefits your child, but all the other students and staff at school. Here are a few guidelines to help you decide:





Take your child’s temperature.  Fevers over 1000 are generally a sign of an infection.  If his temperature is over 1000 keep him home until he is fever free for 24 hours without the use of fever reducing medicine.





A child with vomiting or diarrhea needs to stay home for 24 hours after the last episode has subsided without the use of medicine.  Consult your doctor if symptoms continue more than 48 hours, or if they get worse. 





If your child has an unusual or blistery rash or if it goes along with a fever, keep your child home until you discuss this rash with your doctor.





Poison ivy is not contagious, so your child may attend school.





Keep your child home if he has a cold, sore throat, persistent cough or severe earache.  He probably feels miserable and will not learn.  If your child has mild symptoms such as stuffy nose, he may attend school if he is able to participate. 





IF student is diagnosed with a contagious disease, such as strep or pink eye with crust (conjunctivitis), he must take antibiotics for at least 24 hours before returning to school. 





Be sure the school has current telephone numbers to reach you at all times in case your child becomes ill or injured.  


Use your own common sense and remember:





SICK CHILDREN BELONG AT HOME AND WELL CHILDREN BELONG IN SCHOOL.
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Mrs. Dubois:  Classroom routines are well under way.  Patents should be sure to send a note or call with any questions about what happens during our school day.  Homework should be posted daily at � HYPERLINK "http://www.schoolnotes.com" ��www.schoolnotes.com� by the end of this week.  If your child has not memorized the multiplication tables, please have him/her work on them at home.  It makes all the difference in learning math.  All students are encouraged to have small water bottles in class.  Any student who brings in a gallon of spring water may share in the water cooler I have set up in class.  Finally, we continue to need all kinds of supplies, both for class use and in creating a variety of holiday projects.
